10. Nyaka Grannies Project - This 
innovative project seeks to build a support 
system for the heroic grandmothers who are 
rising above all obstacles to provide a home 
for the orphans.

ABOUT NYAKA
According to UNAIDS, there are currently over 2.2 
million orphans in Uganda due to the HIV/AIDS 
pandemic.  Due to a lack of government-subsidized 
education, extended families and orphanages face an 
enormous burden in educating Uganda’s children.   
In response to this crisis, the Nyaka AIDS Orphans 
School was established in 2001.  Nyaka provides free 
education in the village of Nyakageyzi to children 
orphaned due to HIV/AIDS. 

By the end of 2008, Nyaka will be a full-fledged 
primary school (levels 1-7).  Currently, Nyaka has 
210 pupils and is preparing for our first graduating 
class on December 28, 2008!  A scholarship program 
has been instituted to provide our graduates with 
opportunities to attend secondary school.  

OUR NEW SCHOOL - KUTAMBA
In 2007, Nyaka opened a new school 48 km. 
away in Nyakishenyi.  The new school is in a 
rented old building with construction for two 
classroom buildings beginning in 2008.    
(Thanks to Aspen Friends of Nyaka for their 
help with this construction).  Currently, there 
are 90 pupils in levels 1-3.  Because of our 
success in implementing Nyaka, we will use the 
Nyaka approach in this new location as well.  

NYAKA INITIATIVES
1. Primary Education  - Running a tuition-

free school in the community.  Primary 
education (level 1-7) by the end of 2008.

2. Community AIDS Education & 
Outreach -  A group of Nyaka students do 
awareness in the community through 
songs, plays, and traditional dances.

3. Nutrition & Community Gardens 
Program - Nyaka provides the orphans 
with 2 meals a day.  There is also a 
community garden & school farm (with 
plans to develop an 100-acre farm).

4. Microfinance Project - The objective is to 
provide access to credit for income-
generating activities to the grandmothers 
and school graduates.

5. Vocational Training  - Nyaka hopes to 
establish a vocational training program to 
assist graduates in building the skills to 
help keep the community and school self-
sufficient and sustainable.

6. Health & Physical Education Program - 
Nyaka continues to provide basic 
healthcare to all students and their host 
families.  Basic hygiene and sanitation is 
taught to all families.

7. Clean Gravity Water System - In 2005, a 
system was installed for the community.  
An estimated 9,800 people utilize this clean 
water.  More expansions of the current 
system are planned.

8. Volunteer Program - Volunteers with all 
skills can be of service to Nyaka.

9. Religious Studies - Nyaka accepts 
students from all religious backgrounds.
